Quick Reference Guide


Go over rules at the beginning of each day
Call on a student leader to lead the rules.  The student leader will pick the type of voice he or she wants to use.  Everyone will recite the rules using gestures.  

Class-Yes: To get the students’ attention say “Class”, they will reply with “Yes”.  You may need to say it more then once.  If you say “Classity-Class”, your students will say “Yesity-Yes”!
Teach-Okay: Chunk the lessons by speaking briefly, clapping twice and saying, “Teach”, and the students will respond, “OK”.  The students will then turn to their partners with what you just taught them.  Call then back with “Class-YES”.

Switch:  Call out “Switch” students will respond “Okay”.  They will switch roles and teach their partners.

Mirror: When you are teaching, use gestures and say “Mirror”.  The students will mirror your gestures.  Gestures help the students learn concepts.
Hands and Eyes: When the teacher says “Hands and Eyes”, the students will repeat it.  Then they will clasp their hands, put hem in their laps, and stare at the teacher intensely.
